1. WELCOME

The Chairman welcomed all present

2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

3. MATTERS ARISING
3.1. Promotion in overseas journals.
It was agreed that because of the exorbitant price of advertising overseas and the results obtained from the website that the Internet would be the route most favoured.

3.2. Website

4.1. Fabricators

Vaughn Nielsen said that in his opinion, the fabricators generally were too busy to attend meetings and did not need any more orders at present.  NH reported that SASFA agreed to hold meetings provincially in order to include all fabricators in their projects.

The SASOL workshop held in Durban on 1st October was a great success and Oliver Damm mentioned that the SASOL project was an introduction to companies to further initiatives.  He asked if there was capacity for expansion in KZN.  It was agreed that some of the smaller companies were not busy enough and in the component sector particularly there was a need for capacity and therefore expansion.

Oliver reported that he needed as much factual information as possible as he was having a meeting with TISA the following week.
