	DTI     EXPORT INCENTIVE SCHEMES

CHANGES in EMIA (Exp. Market and Invest Assistance)
Trade and Investment South Africa (TISA) propose to introduce changes to the current Scheme. The new schemes called EIFAS – Export and Investment Financial Assistance Schemes could be introduced in Nov 2001 and the present EMIA schemes will probably run concurrently until April/May 2002. Some of the proposals are:

A Product Development Scheme – will replace the current Primary Market Research (PMR) scheme. 

The new scheme would cover: 

· Registration of a patent or trade mark overseas (on similar terms of PMR) 

· Assistance to improve the company's production process (e.g. fly in consultants from overseas or assist in payment for local consultants) 

· Possibility of travel abroad to promote joint ventures.

Organised trade missions instead of going on individual research trips. TISA will concentrate on supplying funds for trips to China, Africa and South America (although there is still some possibility of obtaining funding for other destinations.)

Individual exhibition scheme, assistance would be limited to financing for strategic exhibitions identified in advance by TISA (in accordance with their target sectors, eg. Chemicals, IT, agro‑processing, capital equipment etc.)

Capital equipment sector (new) fund will be launched (no further details available)

TISA plans to outsource the claim process and will appoint service providers to handle the airfare and accommodation bookings (these travel agents would be paid directly by DTI). There will be a sliding scale for airfare assistance.

Exporters may wish to make a submission to TISA if they foresee problems with the proposed changes.

ENVIRONMENTAL INITIATIVES

After receiving an enquiry from a local petrochemical company. Africa Metal Products designed and developed a product to address atmospheric emissions from storage links.  The product effectively reduced emissions by more than 50%.  The product is a flotation disc manufactured from light gauge authentic R/10 stainless steel material. It is designed to act as a metal blanket covering as much as 99% of the petroleum-derived liquids stored in the tanks.  The discs are 268mm in diameter, 50mm high with a 40mm flange.  Approximately 20discs cover a square metre of the surface area of the liquid.  Made from stainless steel, there is no danger of corrosion.  The disc is therefore extremely long-lasting when compared to other products designed for a similar purpose.  Currently the Department of Environmental Affairs & Tourism is busy reviewing environmental laws through an extension review of the atmospheric pollution legislation in the National Environmental Management Act.  

This could have wide repercussions for industries that are emitting into the atmosphere.  In addition the Department of Water affairs in the Water Act, limits secondary pollution to water.  These and other regulatory pressures are forcing industry to act on minimising or preventing emissions. The product designed by Africa Metal Products is aimed at achieving this. Internationally industries are self-regulating their environmental performance through the International Organisation for Standardisation Environmental Standard ISO 1400. A cornerstone of this standard is continual improvement. The installation of the flotation discs, to prevent emissions from storage tanks, while assisting towards continued improvement also prevents loss of product. This results in a reduction of volatile organic compound to the environment as well as real financial saving.
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
